* This briefing paper deals with the UK Government’s consultation on reforming the
Gender Recognition Act 2004 (GRA) and, more briefly, with consultations conducted
by the Scottish Government. These consultations asked whether the process for
Transgender people to gain legal recognition in their acquired gender should be
reformed.

* The paper also includes some information about medical treatment for gender
dysphoria. Although this area did not form part of the UK Government’s
consultation, the Government said in its consultation response that research had
shown improving healthcare support was a priority for Transgender people.
